The possibility of sponsoring 
     lectureships at meetings of other larger immunology societies only, without a freestanding 

     meeting, was also considered.  

     The members in support of a freestanding meeting expressed a desire for a meeting that is 
     “cutting edge” with a concentration on novel research  for late Spring or Fall 2011.
     Other proposals included sponsorship of a session on bone marrow transplant for primary
     immunodeficiencies at CIS or a national transplant meeting in 2012.
